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UHBristol MRSA Screening Assurance and Compliance Statement
UHBristol’s MRSA screening policy is in accordance with the national requirement for screening of elective patients (with agreed exceptions).  The screening policy also includes other patients based on an assessment of MRSA risk.
Compliance with the screening policy is measured at several levels:

Overall Trust compliance – a correlation of the number of MRSA screens processed by the laboratory and the number of relevant elective admissions.
Reported monthly to:

· Commissioning Primary Care Trust;

· Trust Board;

· Trust Operational Group.

Individual ward/department performance – the percentage of patients who underwent an MRSA screen (elective and emergency cases).

This information is collated on a monthly basis and reviewed by Divisions quarterly.

Observational audit of compliance to screening of elective patients.

A minimum of 10 elective patients or the total patients admitted or assessed in pre-operative clinic will have their records reviewed quarterly for each ward/department.  Results will be reviewed by the Infection Control Committee and will be reported in the annual infection control report to Trust Board.
Annual observational audit of screening in other locations.

This will be undertaken as part of the annual infection control programme and will be reviewed by the Infection Control Committee and reported in the annual infection control report to Trust Board.
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
